1. Describe your government’s proposed Energy Efficiency and Conservation
Strategy. Provide a concise summary of your measureable goals and objectives,
which should be aligned with the defined purposes and eligible activities of the
EECBG Program.

Strategy Description

A primary City EECS goal is to increase the security and reliability of energy supply at
critical city facilities. The City intends to accomplish this goal by investing in renewable
energy to generate electricity from 325 kW of market-ready, proven solar photovoltaic
systems in three projects. Another primary goal is to support job creation and stimulate
the local economy by continuing its investment in an emerging, high-technology
industry. The City will accomplish this goal through competing and procuring a single
subaward contract for three solar projects that will include purchase of components and
systems and necessary contractor solar installation technician labor to complete the
projects.

The City facilities are critical because the services they support daily are essential to
police protection, public safety, and water quality and especially during emergencies.
These facilities are staffed and have on-going operations throughout the year and have
nearly constant, large, baseload electricity demands that can be substantially reduced
during the day using electricity generated on-site by solar photovoltaic projects (the City
has successfully deployed over 500kW of solar since 2002). These projects will provide
measurable, sustainable energy savings.

Metrics for Strateqy Goals

Based on performance of City existing solar systems, the City's goal is to reduce
electricity consumption at the critical facilities using EECBG funds by at least
480MWhlyr. Another strategy goal is to leverage EECBG funds by exploiting a private
(Investor Owned Utility - IOU) source of funds collected from ratepayers to meet
portfolio standard goals specific to the allowed renewable energy eligible activity.






Because the state has a portfolio standard, the City can sell Renewable Energy Credits
(RECs) derived from the project's solar electricity generation so a utility can meet its
mandated renewable energy distributed generation goal. The City estimates utility
funds of at least $2.50/W will be obtained through a buydown process ensuring at least
another $750,000 available to add solar capacity at one of the City critical service
project sites (reducing electricity consumption an additional 160MWh/yr). New solar
electricity generation capacity funded by EECBG will be on-line within nine months, and
the additional solar capacity from leveraged utility funds will be on-line three months
later (see Milestone Schedule in Section 2, Implementation Plan).

To accomplish the job creation and economy stimulus goals, the City estimates that up
to thirty-five contractor technicians will be employed during the construction period using
EECBG funds and leveraged utility funds to be acquired after the EECBG systems are
operational. The City will also assign one direct-charge FTE to specify and oversee
project construction and start-up (one year) and then 1/4 FTE for monitoring during the
project period.

Historical and Recent City Strateqy Energy Reduction Efforts

The City first issued formal energy policies in 1991, and the latest approved revision
was completed in 2000. The 1991 environmental ethic policy evolved to a
comprehensive policy to reduce energy costs first through energy efficiency and,
especially since 2002, by deploying sustainable renewable electricity generation
projects. A staff Advisory Committee (AC) used the 2000 policy revision general
principles (still usable after nearly a decade) to develop a set of policy
recommendations for a 2007 Update. The following 2000 policy principles are directly
relevant to the EECS proposed by the City because they fulfill EECBG purposes and
can be accomplished through eligible EECBG activities:

Support opportunities for local economic vitality;

Emphasize sustainable/renewable power sources;

Favor locally distributed power opportunities; and

Support options that will reduce energy market volatility, stabilize city energy
costs, and increase reliability.
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A number of the policy recommendations made by the AC in its 2007 Update form the
basis of the City's EECS. They include:





1. Reduce City energy expenses through sustainable fiscal and resource
management strategies that create revenue savings streams; and

2. Emphasize cost-effective, clean, renewable, reliable, and secure energy sources
to diversify the City's energy supply.

These policy recommendations build on successful programs in-place since 2000 and
were used as the basis for the City EECS and the projects described in the Activity
Sheet.

2. Describe your government’s proposed implementation plan for the use of
EECBG Program funds to assist you in achieving the goals and objectives
outlined in the strategy describe in question #1. Your description should include a
summary of the activities submitted on your activity worksheets, and how each
activity supports one or more of your strategy’s goals/objectives.

Proposed Implementation Plan

The City’s EECBG funds will be used on three projects that will provide substantial,
sustainable, and measurable energy savings. These projects will continue efforts
begun by the City in 2002 to deploy solar technologies to create jobs in a new industry
and provide economic stimulus beyond traditional residential/commercial construction
and tourism.

Three solar photovoltaic projects will be completed on-site at separate, critical service
city facilities using EECBG funds. One project of 200kW will be installed at a Water
Treatment Plant just NE of downtown, one of 75kW is to be completed at the primary
Maintenance Yard, and one of 50kW will be installed on existing shade structures at a
new Police Station South of downtown. The three EECBG funded projects will add a
total of 325kW solar electricity generation capacity to the City’s existing solar generation
capacity of 550kW. EECBG funds will be leveraged by selling Renewable Energy
Credits (RECs) that will result from the renewable energy capacity provided by EECBG
funds ($2.50/W; about $750,000). An additional 100kW solar capacity will be added to
the Police Station system using these leveraged funds after the first three EECBG
funded systems are completed. The solar electricity output from all four systems will be
added to the Energy Information System display system used by the City and
accessible to the public.

All of these critical city facilities have large daily electricity demands, including
weekends and holidays, and the solar projects will substantially reduce energy use
expense at these sites during the day. EECBG and utility leveraged funding will be
used as follows:

Water Treatment Plant — This facility treats 25MGD of City water and has an average
daily electricity demand of 24,000kWh. A 200 kW solar project will be installed on a
recently constructed water treatment facility (built in 2006) and will complement a 275
kW solar project the City installed at its main Water Pumping Facility in 2002. This
project will not require new building construction but will only retrofit the solar panels
onto an existing, essentially new roof. No adverse environmental effects will occur
during any of the retrofit projects funded by the EECBG and utility leveraged funds.

Maintenance Yard — This facility includes shops and major repair facilities for City
vehicles and other infrastructure. It also includes offices for City staff and is used for
public services such as supporting small quantity hazardous waste drop-off events from
citizens twice/yr. It is co-located with a Police substation. This Maintenance Yard
facility is staffed every day and provides a command and control center if City response
is needed weekends, holidays or for natural disaster emergencies. It has an average
daily electricity demand of 4600kWh. A 75kW solar project will be installed on a roof
upgraded in 2006.

Police Station - This new facility has on-site, unobstructed shade structures
immediately adjacent to the main facility that provide shade for city and personal
vehicles. These shade structures were built to a high specification and can handle the
load for the proposed solar project panel weight without modifying the structure to
increase its load-bearing capacity. The facility will have an estimated average daily
electricity demand of 4000kWh based on data from other City Police facilities. Initially a
50kW capacity solar project will be installed on the existing shade structures using
EECBG funds, and then an additional 100kw capacity solar project will be installed on
remaining shade structures using utility funds leveraged by the EECBG investment.

During the Implementation Schedule shown above, approximately thirty-five skilled-
technician contractor jobs will be created using EECBG funds and leveraged utility
funds. These jobs will help support growth of an emerging, highly desirable industry (to
mitigate effects of the boom-bust tendencies of residential and commercial building
development) and support the local community.

One full-time, direct-charge City employee will be employed on this project during the
first year as the solar systems are retrofitted onto the critical city operations facilities.
The City employee will be responsible for system design, system and component
specification, managing procurement of the projects, and oversight of construction and
system(s) startup and checkout. The City plans to incorporate the solar project
electricity generation output data stream(s) (as they come on-line) into the local utilities'
Energy Information System (EIS) for display and public access to complement the
publicly available energy demand data that now exists for eight City facilities (including
two of those to be retrofitted in this project).





The City employee responsible for project installation will begin the EIS addition activity
after construction and checkout of the EECBG funded systems are completed and then
add the additional utility leveraged fund system when it is completed. It is estimated an
additional 1/4 FTE will be required to complete the EIS expansion effort, and continued
project monitoring, working with adjacent eligible cities and the county to share block
grant information and lessons learned, and working with the state on project results and
output data analysis for future solar project applications on state critical facilities.

3. Describe how your government is taking into account the proposed
implementation plans and activities for use of funds by adjacent units of local
government that are grant recipients under the Program (response not
mandatory for Indian Tribes).

The City has participated for years in local government efforts to share information on
reducing energy cost and especially cost-effective ways to deploy solar electricity
generation technologies. An example is participation in a 2006 series of Million Solar
Roofs events for local government engineering and architectural staff to learn about
solar design and operation. The City provided meeting locations and staff made
presentations on solar systems deployed since 2002, and a local utility that provided
matching funds for the DOE grant provided attendee meals and logistical support for the
City events.

City staff assigned to the projects to be funded by the EECBG funds will be responsible
for gathering information from adjacent units of local government to assess similar
projects to refine a set of solar deployment best practices used by the City. In addition,
as the three projects come on-line, the electricity generation output data from the new
solar projects will be collected and displayed on the Energy Information System
accessed by the City through a subscription from a utility providing electricity service to
the City. The City intends to use this information to assist other cities and counties and
the state in understanding how solar projects can support operational security at critical
facilities. State universities are leaders in the study of urban heat island effects, and the
City will provide data collected at the solar project sites to help in understanding and
mitigating these effects to assist other local cities.

4. Describe how your government will coordinate and share information with the
state in which you are located regarding activities carried out with grant funds to
maximize energy efficiency and conservation benefits (response not mandatory
for Indian Tribes).

The state has a split responsibility for energy policy which includes the state legislature
and a separate regulatory agency. The City has been represented by staff for years in
the regulatory agency policy development that resulted in the state portfolio standard.
The City will provide information to the regulatory agency on the use and sale of any
RECs to utilities to leverage EECBG funds through utility portfolio standard funds. It is
expected the results from the EECBG solar project funding will be will be used by
regulatory agency staff as examples of ways the utilities should deploy distributed





generation renewable energy systems through fund leveraging to meet regulatory
agency goals. This is especially pertinent since the EECBG program is authorized for
an additional four years, and it is likely additional federal block grant funds will be
appropriated to support the authorization which could further leverage utility portfolio
standard funds to meet the regulatory agency renewable energy goals.

In addition to the regulatory efforts on a renewable portfolio standard, the legislature
passed a Revised Statute in 2007 requiring that an energy element be included in the
General Plan for municipalities. The full 2007 Update addresses the requirements of
this statute and the EECBG funded projects to be obtained in this grant will help the City
meet and surpass this energy element requirement. The City will provide information on
project operation and output to the appropriate executive agency for its use in advising
the legislature and for incorporation of lessons learned into the State Energy Program
plan.

5. Describe how this plan has been designed to ensure that it sustains benefits
beyond the EECBG funding period.

Solar systems typically are warranted for twenty-five years and often operate beyond
the warrantee period. It is likely the critical facilities the solar systems will support will
undergo a number of modifications and improvements during the solar project useful life
but the solar systems as designed and constructed will provide reliable, sustainable,
secure power for decades. The savings from these projects on a Present Value basis
are substantial and will far exceed the federal block grant stimulus investment in the
form of the EECBG funds especially given expected electricity cost increases in a state
that will rely more and more on highly volatile natural gas supplies for intermediate and
peaking demand response.

6. The President has made it clear that every taxpayer dollar spent on our
economic recovery must be subject to unprecedented levels of transparency and
accountability. Describe the auditing or monitoring procedures currently in place
or that will be in place (by what date), to ensure funds are used for authorized
purposes and every step is taken to prevent instances of fraud, waste, error, and
abuse.

The City commits to using the EECBG funds in a cost-effective manner. Existing
financial and management control processes will ensure the EECBG projects receive
stringent oversight, that use of the funds and results are transparent, and that all
program activities are accountable using existing procedures. State statutory
requirements mandate the City adopt an annual budget, and the City supports the
annual budget process through a multi-year expenditure planning effort (five year
financial plan) that includes operating expenses such as energy costs by department
and City function. This process allows the City to evaluate recurring energy,
maintenance, and replacement projects using a multi-year planning perspective. This
perspective will allow financial staff to assist City energy staff in measuring and





reporting on benefits that result from the EECBG projects in terms of energy saved and
reduced energy expenses.

The City Charter requires that prior to the end of each fiscal year a certified public
accountant make an independent audit of city government and submit a report to the
council and to the city manager. All such audit reports are a matter of public record.
Such accountants have no personal interest, direct or indirect, in the fiscal affairs of the
city government or of any of its officers, and they do not maintain any accounts or
records of the city business. As directed by the City the independent accountant post-
audits the books and documents kept by the city and any separate or subordinate
accounts kept by any other office, department or agency of the city government.
EECBG funds will be audited as a distinct item within the independent audit performed
each year.

The City's EECBGfunds will be used on three projects that will provide substantial, sustainable, and
measurable energy savings. These projects will  continue efforts begun by the City in 2002 to deploy
solar  technologies to create jobs in a new industry and provide economic stimulus  beyond traditional
residential/commercial construction and tourism. Three solar photovoltaic projects will  be completed
on-site at separate, critical, city facilities. One project  of 200kW will  be installed at a Water
Treatment Plant just NE of downtown, one of 75kW is to be completed at the primary Maintenance Yard,
and one of 50kW will be installed on existing shade structures at a new Police Station SE of downtown.
These three projects will  add a total of 325kW solar electricity generation capacity to the City's
existing solar  generation capacity of 550kW (nearly all constructed since 2002). These critical
municipal  facilities have large daily electricity demands, including weekends and holidays, and the
solar  projects will  substantially reduce energy use expense at these sites. One subaward contract  will
be used for all three projects -- to design and install first the Water Treatment plant solar project
in about three months; Maintenance Yard retrofit activities completed the next three months; and the
Police  Station  shade structure retrofit activities completed the next three months. EECBGfunds will
be leveraged by selling Renewable Energy Credits (RECs) that will result from the renewable energy
capacity  provided by the Federal funds when the projects are completed and operational. Because the
State has a mandated portfolio standard, utilities must acquire a minimum number of RECs each year to
meet the Distributed Generation  Requirement in the standard. It is estimated the EECBGfunds will be
leveraged by 30% through this leveraging opportunity. EECBGfunding will be used as follows:

Water Treatment Plant — This facility treats 25MGDof City water and a 200kW solar project will be
installed at the recently constructed facility (built in 2006) to complement a 275kW solar project the
City installed at a larger water pumping facility in 2002. This project will not require new building
construction but will only retrofit the solar panels onto an existing, essentially new roof. No
adverse environmental effects will  occur during the retrofit.

Maintenance Yard — This facility includes  shops and major repair facilities for City vehicles and
other infrastructure. It is co-located with a Police substation. This Maintenance Yard facility is
staffed every day and provides a command and control center if City response is needed weekends,
holidays or for natural disaster emergencies. A 75kW solar project will be installed on an existing
roof upgraded in 2006, and no adverse environmental effects will  occur during the retrofit.

Police Station - This new facility has on-site, unobstructed shade structures immediately adjacent to
the main facility that provide shade for City and staff vehicles. Initially a 50kW capacity  solar
project  will be installed on the existing shade structures using EECBGfunds, and then an additional
100kw capacity  solar project will be installed on remaining shade structures using utility funds
leveraged by the EECBGinvestment. This project will not require new building construction but will
only retrofit the solar panels onto existing on-site  shade structures. No adverse environmental

effects  will occur during the retrofit.

In addition to the thirty-five contractor jobs created by retrofitting the solar systems to City
structures, one City energy management staff person will be assigned full-time to this activity for
the first year. The City employee will be responsible for system and component specification, managing
procurement of the projects, and oversight of construction and system(s) startup and checkout. In
addition to these project  construction specific activities, the City employee will add the solar
project  electricity generation output data stream(s) (as they come on-line) into the local utilities'
Energy Information System (EIS) for display and public access. At present, energy demand data for
eight of the City facilities are available for public access on this EIS. After the first year's
construction and data management development activities, the City employee will expend 1/4 FTE the
next year on monitoring project  results, working with adjacent eligible cities and the county to share
block grant information and lessons learned and working with the state on project results and output
data analysis for future solar project applications on state critical facilities.
